Transportation Information:

By automobile Lake Placid is approximately two hours driving time south of Montreal (mostly on
interstate), two hours driving time north of Albany (mostly on interstate), and an hour driving time west
of Plattsburgh (partly on interstate). Lake Placid is served by CapeAir (as of February 12th), flying daily
to Saranac Lake 9 miles west of Lake Placid, from which van transportation from Saranac Lake to Lake
Placid Hilton and return, if desired, will be provided as part of the conference registration fee. CapeAir
aircraft accommodates 9 passengers only (reserve early). CapeAir flights arrive Saranac Lake daily at
10:24 AM., 2:30 P.M., and 6:44 P.M., all three flights originate from Boston. Flying time is one and a
half hours. Fares range from $88.50 to $108.50 one way, and $163.50 to $203.50 round trip. Extra
aircraft/flights may be arranged independently by groups (not NASSH).
